However, during these tough economic 
times, support has decreased and it is 
becoming increasingly difficult to cover this 
deficit.  Consequently, Camp needs to 
identify additional sources of revenue in 
order to continue into the future.

The opportunities 
 
Currently, the majority of Camp’s revenues 
come in during the summer months of 
June, July and August.  This leaves Camp 
essentially unused September through 
May with the exception of youth snow 
camps and rental groups.  This causes a 
financial strain on the ministry. 
 
As Camp’s board prayed about the 
situation, they felt God was leading them to 
create a subsidiary called Northern Lakes 
Impact Center (NLIC).  NLIC is an 
organization geared to teach outdoor 
education curriculum to students attending 
public and private schools. 
 
Establishing a relationship with schools 
helps Crescent Lake Bible Camp 

accomplish two key goals.  The first is to 
generate revenue during the off-season 
and the second is to create an outreach for 
un-churched school children to hear about 
and experience the ministry of Crescent 
Lake Bible Camp.
