***NEW SIGN-UP PROCEDURE*** 
SKILLS CLASSES (New Adventurers and Young Crusaders only): Your child will be 
participating in a skills class during their stay at camp.  A skills class is an hour a day where they 
get to learn something new.  Some previous classes have included: archery, riflery, watercrafts, 
fishing, flag football, crafts, biking, etc.  Skills classes will be posted on our website (www.clbc.net) 
under Camps and Retreats beginning May 1st, 2008.  Each camper must sign up for a class or 
they will be randomly assigned to one.  Skills classes are assigned on a first come, first served 
basis beginning May 1st.  You may print the form from our website and mail it to us or fax it to us at  
715-282-5613.  If you do not have access to the internet, please call the office for more information 
on how to obtain a skills class sign-up sheet. ***Note: Due to the limited space in waterskiing, 
campers who have not had a chance to be in the waterskiing skills class will be given priority over 
campers who have previously been in the skills class.

 ITEMS TO BRING TO CAMP: Bible, notebook & pen, sleeping bag & pillow, toiletries, 
washcloth & towels, soap, toothbrush & toothpaste, sweater or sweatshirt, pants, light 
jacket, flashlight, sports clothes (for six days), extra pair of tennis shoes, sunscreen, sports 
equipment, modest swim suit (no two piece suits), beach towel. 

 

 ITEMS TO LEAVE AT HOME: Non-prescription drugs, fireworks, tobacco, alcoholic 
beverages, radios or tape/CD players, hand-held video games, ipods, cell phones, laptop 
computers, guns & ammunition. 

 

 LOST & FOUND: Please write your child’s name on each piece of clothing and make a 
checklist for them for re-packing.  Items often left include towels, underwear, socks, shoes, 
etc.  At your request and expense, we will mail lost items to you if they are found after your 
child leaves camp.  Lost items will be held at the camp office for 90 days. 
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Recommended amounts: 
Grades 3-5: $25-30 
Grades 6-8: $30-35 
Grades 9-12: $30 and up 
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 PHONE USE: Please do not call your child at camp.  Be assured, your child will be allowed 
to call home in an emergency. 

 

 MAIL: We encourage you to write your child during their week at camp.  To be safe, be sure 
to mail your letters by Wednesday of the camp week.  You may also send an email to: 
campers@clbc.net (be sure to put your child’s name for the Subject followed by 
CLBC). 

 

 DROP OFF & PICK UP: Sunday afternoon registration is from 2:00-5:00 pm at the Office. 
The camp office will not open until 2:00.  Please do not drop off campers before staff can 
provide supervision at 2:00 pm.  Youth can be picked up at 9:00 am Saturday morning 
and no later than 10:00 am.  Please make all arrangements for the trip home before camp 
and communicate this to your child.  The counselor may only release the child to the parent 
who dropped them off.  If someone else is picking up your child, please let the office and the 
counselor know when you drop your child off who will be picking them up. 
 

 Please stop at the Office/Tremblay Reception Center upon your arrival to register your child.  
Once registered, you may proceed to your cabin and meet your counselor.  If your child 
will be taking medication while at camp, please see the nurse during registration and 
turn in all medication.  Make sure all medication is in the original prescription containers and 
clearly labeled. 
 

 To speed up the registration process, we ask that you please send the following to the 
camp office as soon as possible:   Optional Ranch Sign Up Sheet (including fee)    
Church or Camp Scholarship Form (If applicable)  
 

 Feel free to send in the balance due, plus canteen, picture money, and offering ahead 
of time to make registration go faster.
